Inspired by a deep appreciation for nature, the concept features natural tones long cherished in traditional Japanese living and aesthetics.
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Pursuing a distinctly Japanese aesthetic, the materials and furnishings were carefully selected to reflect local culture and craftsmanship.

To support the promotion of Osaka and the Kansai region, products from Osaka- and Kansai-based companies were actively incorporated.
In consideration of the environment, eco-friendly and domestically sourced materials were chosen for curtains and carpets.

Additionally, to further reduce environmental impact, all wall surfaces and approximately 60% of the flooring are finished with water-based paint.
